1. Completed Application Form with Application fee of $10.00. Make check payable to Southwest General Health Center.

2. Official transcript(s) from each college/university attended. 

3. Recommendation Forms from two recent science Professors or Instructors.

4. Transcript Evaluation and a Test of English as a Foreign Language exam (TOEFL) are required for international students.  International students are considered those who hold a visa and who earn their undergraduate degree at a non-US institution.  See included list of approved transcript evaluation agencies.  A passing score of 525 (or 197 for computer-based TOEFL) is required.

5. Individuals who meet the program’s pre-requisite requirements seven or more years before application to the program must request the seven-year update policy.

6. Evaluation of Applicant’s Transcript form by Registrar or Advisor.

7. A completed application must be submitted by December 1.  Late applications will be considered on a case-by-case basis.

8. The signed Competency Statement listed under Goals and Competencies.

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS

1. Prerequisites: Courses chosen must be applicable towards a major in one of the following fields or in Medical Technology and must include the following courses:

a. Chemistry: 16 semester (24 quarter) hours of credit including Organic or Biochemistry.

b. Biological Science: 16 semester (24 quarter) hours of credit including Immunology , Microbiology, Genetics or Molecular Biology, Anatomy and Physiology 

c. Mathematics: Statistics. 

Recommended courses include: Quantitative Analysis, Mycology, Parasitology, Physics, and Computer Technology.

2. Evaluation: All applicants are evaluated on the following:

a. Total cumulative GPA of 2.75.

b. Cumulative GPA of 2.75 in science courses

c. Two recommendations.

3. Applicants will be notified in to schedule an appointment for an interview if evaluation of credentials is satisfactory. An interview is required for acceptance.

4. Final evaluation will be based upon credentials, interview, college affiliation and approval of Advisory Committee.

5. Applicants will receive notification of decision by February.

INFORMATION CONCERNING THE SCHOOL

Course Descriptions:

Blood Bank - 
the study of antigen and antibody reactions related to typing and compatibility testing of blood as related to transfusions.

Chemistry - 
is the study of biochemical reactions, of specific chemical constituents in blood and body fluids, as they relate in the diagnosis of normal and disease states.

Hematology/Coagulation – the study of Hematopoiesis: identification and differentiation 

of marrow and blood cells; normal and abnormal cellular components, clotting                                  mechanisms and their correlation to normal and disease states.


Urinalysis /Body Fluids- is the study of renal physiology, chemical, and microscopic analysis

of urine and body fluids including applied correlation’s to normal and disease     states.


Microbiology/Serology – includes Bacteriology, Mycology, Parasitology, Virology, and 

Serology/ Immunology.  Included are the isolation, cultivation, and identification of clinically significant organisms and their relationship to human disease. Immunology is the study of antigen-antibody reactions of body fluids and cells in vitro for diagnosis and treatment of disease. 

Phlebotomy (part of Hematology) - aspiration of blood through venipuncture and 

finger stick.

Special Topics –includes Quality Control, Quality Assurance, Safety, Management (finance, supervision, professional conduct, and HR), Education Methodologies, and Laboratory Information Systems and Case Study presentation.

Enrichment Rotation—includes opportunities for specialized instruction and lab shadowing at University Hospitals Health Systems in areas of Molecular Diagnostics, Advanced Coagulation Methodology, HLA, Virology, Advanced Microbiology Methodology, Advanced Transfusion Medicine, and research.
Faculty:

The faculty, of the program, includes medical technologists, laboratory assistants, administrators, managers, pathologists, and other qualified staff.  The faculty participates in teaching didactic and laboratory courses.  Our Advisory Committee is consulted for matters of curriculum and policy regarding program effectiveness. 

Fees

Application Fee

Any student interested in gaining admission to the program will submit an application to the program with a $10.00, non-refundable Application Fee, to cover processing costs.

Registration Fee

A non-refundable $50.00 fee must accompany the student’s letter accepting a position in the school. This fee will secure the student’s place in the class.

Tuition Fee

The Tuition Fee is due on, or before, June 1 of the year of graduation from the program. Current tuition is $2500 per year*.  Make all checks payable to:  Southwest General Health Center.  *Some college contractual agreements apply.


Textbooks

Textbook requirements will be discussed at the time of the interview. While prices are subject to change from the publisher, total cost is approximately $400 (not including tax).

Tuition Refund Policy

The following is the policy for Tuition refund if student withdraws or is dismissed from the program.

The same schedule applies for payment due if tuition has not yet been paid if the student withdraws or is dismissed from the program.

1. Up to and including the eighth week of the program, ¾ of tuition will be refunded or ¼ of the tuition is due to be paid.

2. Up to and including the twelfth week of the program, ½ of the total tuition will be refunded or ½ of the tuition is due to be paid.

3. Up to and including the eighteenth week of the program, ¼ of the total tuition will be refunded or ¾ of the tuition is due to be paid.

4. Up to and including the twenty-fourth week, 1/8 of the total tuition is refunded or 7/8 of the tuition is due.

5. No refund after the twenty-fourth week or 100% of the tuition is due to the program.

Goals and Policies of the School

The Goals and Policies of the School of Medical Technology can be found in the Student Policy Manual and include the Hospital Policy 501 for Discipline. These are available for the applicant’s appraisal at the time of the interview.  
Reasons for dismissal include:

Failure to pass each lab and lecture course with a 70% or better average and completion of all objectives, and

Failure to abide by hospital and/or school policies.

Hospitalization Insurance -provided by the student. 

Schedule:

The 12 month program runs from July through June, Monday – Friday, 7:00 a.m. – 3:30 p.m.    Hours may vary during certain weeks in the laboratory rotation.  During Phlebotomy and Instrument set-up in Laboratory rotation, the hours will be 6:30 am – 3:00 p.m.

The school observes the following holidays:  New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day (and Friday after Thanksgiving), and Christmas.

A vacation is scheduled between Christmas and New Year’s.

Withdrawal from the Program:


Students withdrawing from the School of Medical Technology must submit their 

resignation in writing to the Program Director. Affiliated Students must abide by the procedures and policies of their home University/College for withdrawing from the program. Counseling will be available from the Program Director and the University Advisor. 

Biohazards – Hepatitis and HIV are risks associated with Medical Technology.  A series of three immunization shots for Hepatitis is recommended prior to the start of the program. 

Goals and Competencies:

To achieve the goals the student needs the following competencies:
1. Sufficient command of the English language to communicate clearly in both the written and oral forms.

2. Sufficient manual dexterity to: perform procedures by automated or manual methods, perform phlebotomies, and handle specimens and reagents.

3. Sufficient visual acuity to: use a microscope to determine type and number of cells, structures, or organisms present and their color reaction, and/or interpret test results dependent upon colorimetric methods.
